Children are taught in three 

vertically -grouped mixed -ability 

classes, according to their National 

Curriculum levels.  

Children work with their class 

teacher, but each class may be 

divided into smaller groups  and 

supported by experienced 

classroom assistants.  

When children change classes, age 

is not the only factor to be taken 

into consideration. There are 

twenty seven hours and five 

minutes working time in the 

childrenõs school week. 

It is our aim that children have a sound understanding of 

mathematical  concepts and can apply these in a variety of 

situations.  

Purpose-made worksheets and Abacus textbooks are used 

as resources.  

The School follows enthusiastically the Numeracy 

Strategy with its emphasis on mental skills and problem 

solving.  

As they gain knowledge of their own environment and the 

wider world, children are introduced to scientific studies 

in the course of which they will be observing, classifying, 

predicting, measuring, recording and evaluating.

Geography, Design and Technology, 

Music, Art, Physical Education, and 

Citizenship. Hatherop pupils also 

learn French.
