
MATHS.


Multiplication & Division - Count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100. Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 times tables. Calculate mathematical statements using multiplication (x), division (÷) and equals (=) sign. Calculate 2 digit times 2 digit, using mental & progressing to formal written methods. Solve x & ÷ problems using materials, arrays, repeated addition, x & ÷ facts. 


Measurement – Money - Recognise and use the symbols £ and p. Combine coins to make an amount. Find different combinations.


Statistics - Interpret & construct simple pictograms, tally charts, block diagrams and simple tables. Interpret & present data using bar charts, pictograms and tables. Solve 1 and 2 step problems using information presented in bar charts, pictograms and tables. Ask & answer simple questions by counting and sorting, totalling and comparing.
