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MATHS


Investigating angles: Identifying acute and obtuse angles, recognising these angles in shapes and comparing angles. 


Calculating Space: Calculate the perimeter of rectilinear shapes and find the area of these shapes by counting squares. Solve problems involving area and perimeter.


Problem solving: Solve measurement and money problems involving fractions.





Across the term we will also be revisiting calculation methods for the four main operations and aiming to become fluent in all multiplication tables up to 12 x 12 by the end of Year 4











ENGLISH


Explanation texts: We have looked at Wallace and Gromit’s Cracking Contraptions and tried to explain how these work. We will explore how these texts are constructed before designing our own invention and writing our own text to explain how they operate.


Non-chronological reports: The children will be completing their own research about animals of interest to them and then using the facts they have discovered to create a non-chronological report.


Mood music poetry: We will be listening to a range of music and then using metaphors and similes to describe how the music makes us feel.


Across the term we will be looking at how paragraphs can be used to group ideas around a theme, how commas are needed after fronted adverbials and we will further develop the use of expanded noun phrases.
