Mrs Bird will teach Year 4 Maths and English each morning in the De Mauley room. 

Mrs Dugdale will cover Class 3 on Thursday afternoons and Class 2 on Friday afternoons to cover PPA.
Class 1 will be supported by Mrs Reed (Monday – Wednesday) and Mrs Ward (Thursday & Friday), Ms Flood will support Class 2 and Mrs Cook will support Class 3. Mrs Clarke will teach PE in Class 2 and 3 (Monday and Tuesday afternoons). 
The School Day

The doors will open at 8.35 am and children can enter their classrooms.  You are welcome to arrive earlier but you do need to supervise your own children and stay on the playground.  Please can we remind you that your children need to be in school by 8.45am when doors will be closed.  School finishes at 3.00pm and the children will be brought out to you on the playground. If your child is being collected by a different adult, please notify the class teacher. If your child has not been collected by 3.10 pm and you have not notified us, they will be taken to After School Club. All parents and children need to leave the school premises by 3.15 pm so that the children at After School Club can be supervised safely. 
After School Club

The After School Club is open to all children from Hatherop Primary School and runs Monday – Friday from

3 pm – 5 pm.  This year the charge is £4.50 for one hour and £7.50 for the full two hour session and payment will be done through ParentPay (but separately from School Dinners).  For the success of this provision, we do need parents to use it and would encourage you to support it.  Advance bookings are encouraged as this makes administration easier.  Please find a booking form attached. ASC charges for Term 6 are now on ParentPay. Charges for overdue payments will be added if not settled at £5 each fortnight overdue.
School Dinners

School Dinners for Year 3, 4, 5 and 6 children cost £2.40 and payment is made on ParentPay. If your child is in Reception, Year 1 or Year 2, then your child is entitled to a free hot school dinner. Your child will need to order each morning. There is a new school dinner menu attached and your child will need to make the following choice: Option 1 or Option 2, or a jacket potato with a variety of fillings. (Yellow – cheese, Blue – baked beans, Green – tuna, Coronation chicken – Red, Chicken mayo – Purple).
Curriculum information
Our whole school theme this term is Wild World and curriculum information and details about homework will be sent out next week. The value of the term in Encouragement and worship throughout the term will be focussed on this.
New Interactive Boards

Each classroom has been upgraded with a new interactive board and teachers are getting familiar with this new technology.  We shall be encouraging you all to join us for a ‘Meet the Teachers’ evening on Wednesday 20th September when you will get the chance to see the classrooms and chat informally to the teachers. Sale of Craft resources after school at 3 pm on Thursday 7th September & Friday 8th September

The school was given a large amount of craft resources, most of which can be used, but some is superfluous to our needs and will be available to buy. All money raised will go into school funds.

Lizzie’s Choir and Runner Beans

Lizzie’s Choir starts on Tuesday 12th September from 3 – 4 pm for Year 1 – Year 6 children (£4.50 per session) and Runner Beans starts on Thursday 14th September from 3 – 4 pm for Year 2 – Year 6 children (£4.50 per session). Swimming Lessons for Year 2, 3 and 4 start on Thursday 21st September
Swimming lessons begin on Thursday 21st September at the Cotswold Leisure Centre and then continue weekly until the last session on Thursday 8th February.  It is three lots of 5 week sessions covering Terms 1, 2 and 3 - a total of 15 sessions.  We always ask for a parental contribution of £30 to cover the cost of the instructors’ and lifeguard fees and admission to the pool (£2.00 per session per child).  Swimming costs are heavily subsidised by our Sports Grant and so the cost of the coach is covered.  Payment for swimming sessions will be made on ParentPay but please wait until this is set up.)
      We will also need 2 parent helpers for each session and ask that if you are available to help you complete and return the slip below or contact the school office.  Taking Y2s out of school increases the adult:child supervision ratio required on the bus, so we need once again to ask for a rota of volunteers to travel with us on the bus to Cirencester where they can go shopping, have a coffee etc. If you could spare the time from 10.40 to 12.50 on a Thursday, please volunteer to go on the rota. 
       Please note that long, baggy surfing shorts for boys are not suitable for swimming lessons so please can you make sure that boys wear fitted trunks when swimming. All jewellery, including earrings, should be removed for swimming. Children need to wear school sweatshirts with either school trousers or plain black or navy jogging bottoms on swimming days.  Long hair should be tied back.
Bags

Like many schools, our corridors are our cloakrooms. They are often cluttered and become a hazard, so we are trying to reduce the number of bags children bring to school.  Children should only need a book bag, a slim PE bag and, for some children, a lunch box – no large rucksacks please. 
Reception parents
Reception children start next week on Monday 11th September and parents are welcome to come into Class 1 to settle their children in when doors open at 8.35 am. 
Fruit snack

Reception, Year 1 and 2 will be provided with a fruit snack each playtime. Year 3, 4, 5 and 6 children are welcome to bring in their own fruit snack at playtime.
Parking

Just a reminder, that unlike many schools there are no lines restricting parking outside our school.  In addition, the school is also sited on a junction, which makes it all the more dangerous at school drop off and pick up times. Therefore, you must take extra care as pedestrians and be thoughtful about where you park.  
Attendance
While we hope parents will avoid taking children out of school for appointments, sometimes this is unavoidable for hospital visits, music exams etc. If your child has to leave school for such a reason, please can you sign them out (and in) in the office. The attendance policy is available on the school website. If you would like to receive a hard copy, please contact the school office. 
New Entrants September 2018
If you have (or know of) a child who will be five years of age during the next school year (i.e. born between 1st  September 2013 and 31st  August 2014) and whose parents may be considering sending him/her to Hatherop Primary, please contact us, even if  they are still undecided.  If you are a current parent with a younger sibling, please inform us too so that they are not missed off the list! It is essential that we inform the Local Authority that the child exists, so that the parents can be included in communication from them about how to apply for school places.

Year 6 pupils : Secondary Transfer September 2017

All Year 6 pupils will bring home a letter this week with information about how to make an on-line application for their transfer to secondary school. If you do not have access to the internet, please let us know and we can give you a printed form. All applications, whether made electronically or on paper, must be made no later than the closing date of 31st October 2017. We therefore encourage you to make your application sooner rather than later!
Free School Meals
To find out if your child qualifies for Free School Meals please go online via http://www.gloucestershire.gov.uk/education-and-learning/school-transport-and-free-school-meals/apply-for-free-school-meals/ .  If you receive a qualifying benefit, the school is entitled to extra funding under the Pupil Premium (even if your child is currently in Reception, Year 1 and 2 and therefore receives a Universal Infant Free School meal).  Please contact us if you would like more information about this matter.
